                                                             PURPOSE
The general purposes for which this Corporation or Society is formed are educational, and not-for-profit.  The more particular purpose for which the Corporation is organized is to enrich the cultural lives of members of the community by offering exposure to Irish heritage and to preserve, enhance and foster pride in our Irish heritage.

                                                         MEMBERSHIP
3.1   Any person interested in the objective of this Society shall be eligible to hold

        membership under conditions as set out hereinafter.  Persons less than eighteen

        years of age applying for membership must have the consent of his or her parent or 

        guardian.  At any place in the Bylaws where a male pronoun is used, it shall mean a

        male or female person as the case may be.


a. Individual:  Regular memberships are those issued to one member of the 

                                   Society on an annual basis.


b. Family:       A family membership is that issued on an annual basis to a couple 

                                    or single parent and their dependents who are 18 years of age and

                                    under. Their children who are students can continue under family

                                    membership until age 23.

             c. Life:            Any person may purchase a life membership for life by paying a

                                    one-time fee to the Society in an amount set by the Board of

                                    Directors.


d.  Corporate:   Private, commercial, and public organizations who wish to 

                                     support the goals and purposes of the Society may be granted

                                     membership as Corporate Members.  The Board of Directors

                                     shall set the dues and define the benefits of such membership

                                     Each corporate membership shall be accorded two (2) voting

                                     members of the Society.

3.2  All applications for membership shall be on a form of application approved by the 

       members.  Applications shall specify the type of membership desired and pertinent

       personal information.

3.3  Applications for Society membership shall be submitted to any officer accompanied 

       by the proper amount of annual dues as of the date of the application.  Effective date 

       will be on payment of annual or prorated dues.

                                                          ARTICLE IV
                                                                  DUES
4.1  The members shall fix the dues of the Society from time to time.  Membership 

       renewal will be due at the beginning of the fiscal year, which runs from October 1

        to September 30.  Dues will be prorated for new members.

4.2  Members whose Society dues have been paid for the current year shall be deemed

        members in good standing of the Society.

4.3  Members who have not paid annual dues within three (3) months of the due date

        of such dues shall be regarded as delinquent, dropped from the rolls of the Society

        and shall not be regarded as a member.

                                                          ARTICLE V
                                                          MEETINGS
5.1  The members shall hold a meeting of the members once per month at a time and 

       place convenient to the members.

5.2  At a meeting of the members, each individual membership shall be entitled to one

       vote on all matters to be presented for a vote at such meeting, except that each person

       above 18 years of age listed on an application for a family membership shall be 

       entitled to one vote.  Simple majority vote shall prevail at all members’ meetings.

5.3  A 10% representation of the membership of  the Society shall constitute a  quorum.

5.4  The Board of Directors shall meet once a month on a date and time convenient to 

       them, but within two weeks from the date of the general meeting.  The Board may

       meet in special sessions when the President receives a request for such meeting from

       two members of the Board.

5.5  All Board Members shall deliver all official materials and records to their successors
       prior to first meeting at which the new Board Members shall preside.

                                                             ARTICLE VI
                                                ELECTION OF OFFICERS

6.1  The members of the Society, at its September meeting, shall elect the officers as set 

       forth in Article VII of these Bylaws.  Election of officers shall be by a majority vote 

       of the members present at that meeting, provided a quorum is present.

                                                          ARTICLE VII
                                                             OFFICERS   
7.1  The officers of the Society shall be the President, the Vice President, the Secretary and the Treasurer. These officers shall constitute the Executive Board. The executive board shall assume office as of January first following the annual election.

        a.  Office of the President:  The President shall preside at all meetings of the Society

             and of the Executive Board. The President shall coordinate the work of the 

             officers and committees of the organization in order that its objectives may be 

             promoted. He shall have the authority to appoint chairpersons of committees and

             shall perform such other duties as may, from time to time, be prescribed by these

             Bylaws or delegated to him by resolution of the Board.  The President shall be an

             ex-officio member of all committees except the Nominating Committee.

        b.  Office of the Vice President:  The Vice-President shall act as aide to the

              President and discharge the duties of the President in his absence.  The Vice-

              President shall be responsible for the Programs at the General Meetings 
              perform such other duties as may be delegated to him by resolution of the Board.

         c.  Office of the Secretary:  The Secretary shall keep a complete keep a complete 

              and permanent record of all proceedings of the members and the Board and

              shall conduct all correspondence as directed by the organization.  He shall have

              charge of all records of the organization except such as are property to be kept

              by other officers. The office of the Secretary shall receive and retain an itemized

              list of all properties of the Society and assure that corporate records are

              maintained.

         d.  Office of the Treasurer:  The Treasurer shall receive all monies of the Society 

              and deposit all funds in the Society’s account in a reliable bank in the Louisville

              area.  He shall make payments as necessary and shall keep a complete and 

              permanent record of financial transactions.  Funds shall be withdrawn only by 

              check signed by two authorized officers. The Treasurer shall submit a   

              detailed report at each Board meeting and each General meeting. The financial 
              books shall be submitted for an annual review to the Financial Review
             Committee. They shall be submitted for a professional audit every three years.

7.2  In the event that an officer shall resign, die or otherwise be unable to serve, his 

       successor shall be appointed by the Board of Directors at a meeting duly called

       by the President.

                                                          ARTICLE VIII
                                                          AMENDMENTS
These Bylaws may be replaced, amended, added to, or otherwise changed at any regular meeting of the members at which a quorum is present providing that the suggested amendment to the Bylaws was given in writing at the previous meeting of the Society or in the Society’s newsletter.

                                                          ARTICLE IX
                                         PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY
The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern all matters not covered by the Bylaws.

                                                          ARTICLE X
                                                       DISSOLUTION
This Corporation may be dissolved only by the affirmative vote of a majority of the entire membership by written ballots.  In the event of such dissolution, all assets shall be converted into cash and donated to other non-profit organizations whose aims are consistent with the aims of this Society and which organizations are exempt under the Code, Section 501(c)(3).  This shall not be construed to mean that distribution shall be limited to one such organization but only that such organizations must be non-profit and exempt under the provisions of the Code cited above.

The original Bylaws of this Corporation were adopted by the Board of Directors as of May 24, 2002.  An Amendment (Article III, Membership, 3.1, b. Family) was approved on February 7. 2006.  This Amendment of the Bylaws of the Irish Society of Kentuckiana, Inc. was approved on October 7, 2008.
